The G-20 summit is an annual gathering of leaders from 19 of the worlds largest
economies and the European Union . G-20 was established in 1999 and serves as
the premium forum for global economic cooperation and shaping. During the
summit, leaders discuss various issues, including economic growth, trade,
climate change, and geopolitical stability. The 2023, G-20 New Delhi summit
was the 18th meeting of G-20. It was held in BHARATMANDAPAM
INTERNATIONAL EXHIBITION-CONVENTION CENTER,
PRAGATIMAIDAN, New Delhi on 9- 10 September 2023. It was the first G-20
summit held in India. The African Union joined the G-20 As a permanent
member. A new organisation called the Global Bio fuel Alliance (GBA) was
launched, to promote the development and adoption of sustainable Bio fuel and
set relevant standards and certification and a group country made a joint
agreement to build a rail and shipping corridor linking India with the middle
East and Europe called the Indian-Middle East Europe Economic Corridor
(IMEC). G-20 Indian has put forth six agenda priorities for the G-20 dialogue in
2023:

*  Green Development, Climate Finance &amp; Life.

*  Accelerated, Inclusive &amp; Resilient Growth.

*  Accelerating Progress on SDGs.

*  Technological Transformation &amp; Digital Public Infrastructure.

*  Multilateral Institutions for the 21st century.

*  Women-led development.
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India is known for its strong manufacturing sector,with a rich history of production
and an extensive workforce. However despite this potential,the Indian
manufacturing sector is struggling to reach its full potential due to inadequate
infrastructure. Infrastructure refers to the physical and organizational structures
that support the functioning of a society. Inthe case of manufacturing, it refers to
the facilities, transportation systems that support production processes. India's
power infrasturing is inadequate leading to, faequent power cute and brownouts.
These interruptions disrupt the production process and impact efficiency and
productivity. This lack of reliable energy is one of the biggest hurdles facing
manufacturers in India, hindering the growth of the sector. Poor Transportation
send Logistics:india's transportation and logistics infrastructure is inadequate,
leading to Poor connectivity between production centers and markets.

India's water supply infrastructure is inadequate,
leading to frequent water shortages, particularly in rural areas. This impacts the
production process, as manufactur rely on water for various processes, such as
cooling and cleaning. India's telecommunications infrastructure is inadequate,
leading to poor connectivity and show date transfer speeds. This hinders the ability
of manufacturers to communicate with suppliers,customers, and stakeholders,
impacting efficiency and productivity Despite the challenges posed by inadequate
infrastructure the potential for growth in india's manufacturing sector is
immense.By focusing on developing key infrastructure areas such as energy,
transportation, water supply and telecommunications, the manufacturing sector
can be better equipped to complete in the global market and reach its full potential.
By taking proactive steps to address these issues, the Indian manufacturing sector

can overcome these challenges and position itself for future success.
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CASHLESS ECONOMY
Cashless economy is when the transactions in an
economy are not significantly based on money notes,
coins or other physical forms of debit , credit and
prepaid payment instruments. The cashless economy
is a part of the digital India initiative taken by the
government of India. The aim of this is to transform
India into a digitally empowered society. There are
many pros and cons associated with cashless
economy. There are different types of payment modes
in a cashless economy, such as Mobile Wallets, Net
Banking and Plastic Money. It let to e-payment startups in India. The
COVID-19 Pandemic ignited the massive shift towards digital transactions
in India. As per the NPCT Data, the UPT payment in June 2020 was recorded
as an all-time high of 1.34 billion in terms of volume, with transactions
worth INR 2.62 Lakh crore. To encourage the cash less economy in India, the
finance minister during budget union 2019-20 stated that a 2% tax deducted
as the source would be levied on cash withdrawals that exceed Rs. 1 croreina
year from a bank account. The government also added that businesses with
an annual turnover of over Rs. 50 crores can offer low-cost digital modes of
payment, and no merchant discount rate or charges will be added to the
customers. This was a great move by government to adopt the cashless

economy in India.
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Union Budget 2023-24 has allocated nearly 100 crores for the National action for
Mechanised sanitation system. (NAMASTE) and the government desludging of septic
tanks and sewers in all cities and terms The process of extending the scheme to all the
urban local bodies (ULBs)of the country has been initiated. It was launched in 2022as a
central sector scheme. The scheme is being undertaken jointly by the Ministary of
housingof social justice and & empowerment (MUSJE) and the aims to eradicate unsafe
sewar andseptic tanks cleaning practices Zero fatalities in sanitation work in India.All
sanitation is performed by the skilled workers. No sanitation workers come in direct
contact. Sanitation workers are collectivised into self-help group (SHGs) and are
empowered to run sanitation enterprises strengthened supervisory and monitoring system
at national, state and urban local body(ULB) evels to ensure enforcement and monitoring
of safe sanitation work. It process to completely mechanise sewar cleaning introduce
ways on site protection and provide compensation to manual scavengers in case of sewar
deaths. It will be an amendment to Prohibition of employment as manual scavengers and
their rehabilitation act 2012. NAMASTE envisages identifying sewar septic tank
workers(SSWs) who are engaged in hazards cleaning operations .The survey conducted

Last year, India has overtaken U.K and become the world’s fifth largest economy and is
now behind only the US, China, Japan, and Germany. And according to World Bank,
India is the major fastest economy. And PM Modi at US congress said that, “India is the
fifth economy, will be third largest soon”. And there is no hesitation about this
statement, but in the term of per-capita income India is not at the good condition.
According to RBI statement in the ranking of per capita income India stand at 142nd
among 197 countries. In 2021, the average income of an Indian was $2,283, whereas
the average income of the Britishers was $47,203. Last year we only countered U.K on
the basis of economy not on the basis of per capita income.

Is India a rich country with poor country men? According to UPA report from 2004-
2014 per capita income increased almost 1.5 times and from 2014-2023 it has
increased almost 1.4 times. According to economic experts, in these many years there
has been per capita growth in the country but it is relatively low. Are Indians really not
getting rich? Is there rate of getting rich slow, or is it something else?

According to Oxfam, how we get to see two different types of Indians itself, one side,
bigger and bigger buildings and another side Asia’s biggest slum in India. Top 1% in
Indians now owns more than 40.5% of the total wealth and other 99% has only 60% of
the wealth. India has 228.9 million poor people and other side billionaires in the
country has increased from 102-166.

So, what should the major steps should be required by government side to reduce
inequality in an economy; govt. should Invest in public health care, infrastructure,
education and social safety. For example, if government invest in free and high quality
of public services, then government don’t need to invest separately on poor section.
Investment on education in general provides level playing field, so everyone will get
equal opportunities to get education and get further opportunities for jobs.

Nordic countries like, Iceland, Sweden, Finland, Norway and Denmark are most equal
countries in the world because these countries focused strongly on social solidarity
progressive taxation, and higher spending on education and healthcare to attain high
levels of welfare and equality in society. And it is been interesting to see how
government will fight with this income disparity.
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Demonstration effect refers to the consumption habit of the people to imitate the consumption
trends adopted by other people.The under development of the economically backward
countries is also due to what has been called the demonstration effect. The demonstration effect
increases propensity which reduces the rate of savings and investment. The demonstration
effect has adversely affected people’s capacity to save. An individual’s consumption does not
merely depend the individual’s own income but it is very much influenced by the standard of
his friends and relatives. When a man sees that some of his friends and relatives have
refrigerator, scooter, radio or TV set, good furniture, good clothes, etc. He likes to imitate them
and he desires to possessing and using these things. As soon as he can afford or when his
income increases, he buys such things. This means that instead of increasing his savings, when
his income increases, he increasing his consumption. Thus, consumption does not depend
upon absolute real income but on relative level of real income. That is, consumption
expenditure does not depend on our own purchasing power but on what is being spent by other
on the purchase of luxury articles.

Forester research reports than 90% of the form survey plan to buy and sell
on the Internet and it predicts that worldwide. Net commerce will total $ 1.9 million by 2004.
Some predict that by 26 business to business commerce over the Internet will constitute 40%
ofall U.S. business trade.
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~ Thereisa great need to promote self-employment, whether there is a lack of adequate
employment in both the government sector and the private sector. The state
government of Himachal Pradesh has taken the step in this direction and announced a
new scheme for the youth of the state. These projects will not only explore the
possibilities of self-employmentbut will also encourage all those related to it. In this
way, the scheme named Mukhyamantri Swavalamban Yojana will explore the
possibility of jobs in the field of self~employment. The first announcement related on
May 25, 2018 by Himachal Pradesh chief minister Jai Ram Thakur. Himachal cabinet
has also said that the implementation of the scheme will be started as soon as possible.
Mukhyamantri Swavalamban Yojana is for the age group of 18 to 45 year. Young
innovative entrepreneurs of the state who want to establish industry, a small business
can apply under the scheme. Subsidy will be available under the scheme. Yojana
focuses on promoting innovation and creativity among the youth. It encourages the
development of startups in emerging sectors such as technology, agriculture, tourism
and renewable energy. The government aims to create a conductive environment for
the growth of new and innovative business ideas. Moreover,the scheme emphasizes
the importance of women empowerment and inclusivity. Youth people wandering in
search of employment do not get employment according to their merit or many times
the possibility is not made, but if they put their focus on self -employment, the job loss
can be reduced to a great extent with the implementation of this project, the state youth

will getalot of help in setting up their businesses.
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Government needs to perform political, social and economic duties so as to
maximize social and economic welfare. In order to perform these duties and
functions,government requires large number of resources. These sources of
revenue to the government’s, viz. Central, State and Local Government, are
called Public Revenue. The government derives revenue in different ways
from the public. The common methods of raising the resources are taxes, fees,
fines and penalties, gift, grants, special assessment. Generally, tax revenue and
non-tax revenue are considered as the sources of government revenue.
Government also receives revenue from foreign aid. Tax is a compulsory
contribution of the wealth of a person that is to say, it involves a sacrifice on the
part of the contributor. Tax Revenue is the income gained by government
through taxation. Direct tax is a tax imposed and collected directly from person
on whom it is legally imposed. The burden of it falls on one person and cannot
be shifted to another person. Income Tax, Wealth Tax, Corporate Tax, Capital
Gains lax, Gift Tax Estate Duty are Direct Taxes. Indirect Taxis collected by an
intermediary from the person who bears the ultimate burden. An indirect Tax is
one that can be shifted by the taxpayer to someone else. Value Added
Tax(VAT), Customs Duties, Excise Duty, Professional Tax, Municipal Tax,
Entertainment Tax, etc. are Indirect Taxes. Non -Tax Revenue is the recurring
incomes earned by the government from sources others than taxes. It arises on
account of administrative function of the government. These are income which
the government gets in the form of interest, dividend, profit fees, fines and

external grants.
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SMILE -75

The Government of India has formulated a comprehensive scheme of SMILE.
SMILE: “Support for Marginalised Individuals for Livelihood and Enterprise”
named as “SMILE-75 Initiative”. The Government of India has recognised the
persisting problem of destitution and beggary and formulated a comprehensive
scheme of SMILE which includes a sub-scheme of comprehensive
rehabilitation for persons engaged in begging which covers identification,
rehabilitation, provision of medical facilities, counselling, and education, skill
development for decent job and self-employment / entrepreneurship.The
Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment has allocated a total budget of
Rs.100 crore for the SMILE project for coming years till 2025-26.The
objective of SMILE- 75 is to make our cities/town and municipal areas
begging-free and make a strategy for comprehensive rehabilitation of the
persons engaged in the act of begging through the coordinated action of various
stakeholders. The Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment understands the
important role of Local Urban Bodies, Civil Society Organisations/Non-
Government Organisations to address this persisting social issue with
concerted efforts. It aims to create a support system for the comprehensive

rehabilitation of beggars. It provides Scholarships for Transgender Students

enable them to complete their education.
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Steady increases in the price of the tomato have not only punched a hole in
household budgets but may even cause a headache for the Reserve Bank of
India as it tries to keep a leash on inflation. The central bank remains worried
that the steep price spike of tomato prices has spilled over to other items
causing inflation volatility. Increasing amplitudes of price spells over the
years calls for improving the supply chains to contain overall inflation
volatility,” RBI says in its monthly July bulletin. According to RBI analysis,
the average duration of a high price episode derived shows that prices stay
above Rs 40 a kilogram for an average duration of 2.6 fortnights whereas
prices remain below Rs 20 for an average duration of 10 fortnights or roughly
five months. Tomato’s inflation accelerated to over 200%. Tomato also
carries the third biggest weight in inflation calculation among vegetables,
with only potato and onion carrying more weight. In June and July 2023, the
retail price of tomatoes in India rose astronomically above Rs 100/kg.
According to the National Horticulture Board’s data, consumers in cities
such as Kolkata and Patna need to sell out as much as
Rs 150-200. Tomato slices aren’t to be seen in
sandwiches and burgers served up by even the big

quick service food chains.
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Educated unemployment in the Indian economy is such a type of
unemployment where the educated people search for jobs according to their
efficiency. However, in educated unemployment, the educated irrespective of
their searches are unemployment can be referred to as educated unemployment
in the Indian economy. The most concerning reason for unemployment or
educated unemployment is the population growth in the Indian economy. The
country also lacks investment in certain sectors, which lessens the job
opportunities for educated job-seeking individuals. The Indian economy deals
with educated job seekers who sometimes lack certain skills, which are required
for a particular job.
