politics. Almost every election season brings announcements of new welfare schemes.

Supporters call them essential social support. Critics call them vote-catching tactics.

Thetruth lies somewhere in between.

What Are Freebies?

Freebies refer to goods or services provided free of cost or at highly subsidized rates by

governments. These are usually announced during elections or included in party

manifestos. Common examples include:

* Freeelectricity or water for households

* Loanwaivers for farmers

* Freelaptops, bicycles, or textbooks for students

* Direct cash transfers to women, farmers, or low-income families

Different political parties introduce such schemes in the states where they form

governments.

Inthe last two years, the world has faced a high number of armed conflicts and wars. In fact, 2024 saw the
highest number of active conflicts since World War I, with more than 60 separate conflicts recorded
across nearly 36 countries. This includes long-running wars and emerging crises that continue into
2025.

One of the most serious ongoing conflicts remains the war between Russia and Ukraine. This conflict
began in 2022 and continued through 2024 and 2025, with reports showing a significant rise in civilian
casualtiesin 2025 due to increased attacks on residential areas and infrastructure.

Peace agreements were signed later in the year, but
fighting remained difficult to control.

Meanwhile, insurgent groups such as Boko Haram have continued attacks in parts of Nigeria in 2025,
including suicide bombings and territorial advances that have displaced thousands of civilians.

Other important conflicts include the civil war in Myanmar, where fighting between the military and ethnic
armed groups deepened in 2025, creating ongoing humanitarian crises, and prolonged instability in
regions like Yemen and Sudan.

These wars not only cause loss of life and displacement, but also disrupt global economies, pressure
international institutions, and challenge efforts at peace and development. The situation shows how
interconnected global politics has become, and how difficult it is for world powers to resolve complex
conflicts without cooperation and sustained diplomacy.
